First Step:   PLEASE TELL US ABOUT YOUR EVENT!  

1. When - Day, date and time of the event. 

2.  What - Type of event: wedding reception, theme or holiday party, private, corporate, etc.?   

3.  How long - Approximate, desired timing of the "Elvis" appearance or show: include best guess for arrival at venue and setting up & testing sound gear; time of day of start of show (example: 7:00 p.m.). 
4.  Where - Exact location - include: venue, city, state, indoors or outdoors.  Travel expenses may be applicable. 
5.  Sound system - Will a sound system be provided and operated by others (such as a DJ, band's p.a. system, or "House" system), or would you like Art to provide the sound equipment and technician? 

6.  Accompaniment - Art's typical show utilizes customized accompaniment tracks  - OR do you want - or already have - a LIVE band to back up “Elvis?” 

7.  How many – about how many people are expected to attend the event? (this helps us determine sound system and certain other needs) 

8.  Duration - How long of a show do you want: One 60-70 minute set (or specify time desired), or more than one set with costume change?  If not sure, please share your vision and we can communicate about creative options. 

9.  Lighting - Is stage lighting necessary, not necessary, desired, or provided and operated by others?  We can provide very basic stage lighting and/or special effects lighting and even have multi-media video options available. 
10.  SURPRISE!? - Is the "Elvis" performance a surprise/secret?  There often presents pre-show performer visibility issues related to set-up, wait time on site, over-all timing, etc. 
Details, details… 

· Do you have any other special information, requests, need for extra scarves, give-away items, props, Art's involvement or any other details that might affect over-all time commitment or equipment related costs?  

· Please consider the need for a dressing room (public rest-rooms are seldom - if ever – appropriate for putting on a costume worth thousands!). 
· Can client or venue provide one 6-8 foot table (or similar) by the stage for Jean to run Art’s sound gear or do we need to provide this? 
· And last but not least, well maybe least… ONLY IF APPROPRIATE to the event, would the sale of Art's CD's be allowable? 
· We’re dying to know: How did you find out about Art?  Referral agency, word-of-mouth, Web search? 
Art’s fees are NOT simply based on the period of time on stage!  The fun part (performing) represents a fraction of the time and effort commitment.  There are several hours of pre-show preparation no matter how long or brief the appearance, post-show tasks (cleaning suits, sound system reorganization, lots more), significant overhead and income taxes…  and a successful history of extreme personal dedication, honorable business practices and professional accomplishments.  It is Art’s passion for performing that makes the rest of running this business all worthwhile. 
Negotiation: Art’s normal appearance rates start at $750.00.  Some negotiation is possible, but Art's fee structure is based on market rates for specialized, professional entertainment and will apply in most cases. Note terms and conditions on Web site “Rates” page.
